Monthly Fuel Report  
Gary reported that February of last year sold 1,413.50 gallons and this year 2,682.60 gallons.  
T-Hangar Concrete  
Jake advised that the T-hangar concrete has a gentle slope and runoff.  Bill Mount’s hangar has had some significant ice this year inside his hangar.  Kevin advised that he will take a look at the situation.  
Airport Manager’s Report  

Gary reported that the fuel farm was down due to an electrical issue.  Bob and Johnson Electric have been working diligently on it.  The ditch around “31” was full of water, which created at dam.  A loader was brought out to work on the situation.  Hangar road was also without electricity.  B-1 is out with concrete heaving.  Dave Tunge requested the sweeper to go down the taxiway to remove the rocks.  
Landscaping
