This Public
Hearing is being held to present and discuss the proposed action, reasonable alternatives, and to
consider the economic, social, and environmental effects of the proposed action. The public
hearing will utilize an open house format with a formal presentation at 5:30 pm CT.

Notice is hereby given of the availability of the Draft Environmental Assessment (EA) and Section
4(f) Evaluation for the proposed action at the Chan Gurney Municipal Airport. An EA was
prepared pursuant to the National Environmental Policy Act of 1969 to assess the environmental
impacts associated with enabling the Airport to efficient and safely accommodate projected levels
of aviation activity utilizing the existing apron by:

% Increasing the number of parking spaces to accommodate projected parking
demands on the apron.

» Maintaining efficient movement of aircraft from hangar to apron to runway, while
maintaining the 115 feet Taxilane Object Free Area (TOFA) width criteria for Aircraft
Design Group Il (ADG I1).
