Honorable Mayor and Members of the City Commission: 

It is with great pleasure that I present the City of Yankton 2026 Proposed Budget.  2025 has been a tumultuous 
year so far.  Three new anchor stores opening in the Yankton Mall, closing of Cimpl’s, a significant sales tax 
reporting error and a cadre of unexpected events beyond challenging economic conditions.   

This budget document is a substantial policy and managerial tool that emphasizes the engagement of our 
citizens and the interaction between City staff and the City Commission. Through the budget document service 
levels are established, policy direction is initiated, and fiscal position is understood. The budget is truly a 
collaboration between the entities of the City and the public. 

The budget is important because it serves as the foundation for responsible financial management.  For local 
government, a good budget is crucial for the following reasons: 

1. Efficient Use of Limited Resources
2. Financial Stability
3. Service Delivery
4. Accountability and Transparency
5. Crisis Preparedness
6. Public Confidence
7. Community Well-Being
8. Long-Term Planning

This letter is intended to serve as the budget message for that proposal and outlines the nature of the 
$72,268,127 budget plan for 2026.  This message is not intended to identify all the specifics of the 150-page 
budget document, but rather to provide an overview of some of the highlights of the recommended budget as 
they relate to fund levels, unique circumstances impacting the budget and significant budget related activities of 
the organization. 
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FACTORS IN THE LOCAL ECONOMY 

2025 has been a roller coaster.  The Yankton Mall will soon be bustling with shoppers for the first 
time in over a decade.  The City’s partnership with the mall will bring in three new anchor stores and 
lay the groundwork for recruiting additional tenants to fill the building.  The possibilities have the 
community buzzing with excitement.  The City committed to provide a 2% $3.3 million 10-year sales 
tax rebate to partner in the redevelopment effort.   

American Foods shocked the community when it announced March 17th that it would be closing the 
Yankton Cimpl’s location effective immediately.  Cimpl’s was an anchor business and key employer 
in the community for over 75 years.  Opened in 1949 as a family business and most recently sold to 
American Foods in 2005, the Yankton location employed 277 people at the time of closing.  Cimpl’s 
was the City’s largest utility customer.  After the closure, the community pulled together to help 
support employees and families impacted by the permanent closure.  Assistance included rapid 
response information meetings, application assistance for reemployment assistance, resources for 
new employment opportunities, training availability, and job fairs. 

The trickle down of not only job loss but also the loss of families to other employers and the school is 
likely to be significant.  City utilities will also be impacted by a substantial loss of revenue.  What the 
future holds for the shuttered facility is unclear.  The City will continue to explore opportunities and 
partnerships to plug the hole caused by the loss of a key employer and partner. 

The City’s sales tax in February posted a 48.47% increase starting the year off to a strong start, up 
7.88% through April.  However, a sales tax reporting error discovered in May wiped out nearly all 
gains (up .29% through May).  The change decreased projected budget revenue for 2025 and 2026 
by $1.2 million.  The correction is the 2nd significant error in the last two years.  The first being in 
December of 2023.  June sales tax numbers were negative, down almost 3%, and we saw negative 
growth in all but one month through the first half of the year.   Currently inflation in June 2025 is 
estimated at 2.7% for the prior twelve months.   

2025 also marks a substantial investment in community and commercial projects with completion of 
the new Lewis and Clark Behavioral Health Services facility and Yankton School District’s Trailhead 
Learning Center.  At the midpoint of the year, building permit valuations are trending above the five-
year average.  Valuation is driven by commercial construction with a few large projects kicking off 
construction.

Single family and multi-family home starts are down.  A portion of the decrease can likely be attributed 
to the large number of recent projects in Yankton.  However, larger national economic factors including 
building material costs and interest rates appear to be driving factors.  Hundreds of new multi-family 
units permitted in 2023 and 2024 will soon be reaching completion and will be available. 

The community lost another anchor on the development front with the retirement of Community & 
Economic Development Director Dave Mingo.  After 32 years of service, championing City 
development efforts, his work ethic and considerable skills will be missed.   

Speaking of retirement, 2026 will mark another milestone on the development front.  The City will retire 
the obligations associated with the Menards (2012) and Culver’s (2015) sales tax incentives.  The 
Menards agreement marked the first use of a sales tax rebate in retail recruitment by the City.   
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In combination with the establishment of TID #5, the sales tax rebate was used to bring the vision of 
development to fruition.  The project was the result of an identified retail leakage and fulfilled unmet 
needs in the region.    

In the spring, the legislature passed Senate Bill 216 to address concerns over rising valuations for 
owner-occupied single-family homes.  Currently, property tax can only increase by the lessor of CPI 
or 3% plus the growth factor.  SB 216 establishes a similar limitation for the growth factor for owner-
occupied single-family homes.  It is important to note that the 3% limitation outlined in SB 216 is not a 
limitation on an individual property’s value.  The limitation is on the accumulated owner-occupied 
valuation within the entire taxing jurisdiction.  The value of an individual home may increase any 
amount, and limitation is only on the overall growth for the jurisdiction.   

For 2023, citywide growth was 1.8% with an owner-occupied growth factor of .42% - substantially 
below the threshold put in place with SB 216.  Based on these statistics and a conversation with the 
South Dakota Department of Revenue, Yankton is unlikely to be impacted by SB 216.  In fact, only 3 
out of 66 counties have reported a 5-year average growth of more than 3%, and less than 20% of cities 
reported a growth of greater than 3%.  Growth for 2024 is 1.8% plus a 2.9% CPI increase.  I would 
anticipate we will see additional property tax reform measures in 2026. 

LONG RANGE PLANNING 

In 2025, the update to the comprehensive plan was completed and adopted after an approximately 
18-month development period.  The plan “IDEAS FLOW HERE:  YANKTON 2045” serves three
primary roles:

 Community Building. Comprehensive planning provides
an opportunity for residents to create a shared vision for their
community. Residents and City staff identified opportunities
and goals for Yankton’s land use, infrastructure, public
facilities and services, among other areas. These findings
were used to set priorities and provide action steps that can
improve the quality of life for residents and make Yankton
more attractive for potential growth.

 Legal Basis for Land Use Regulations. South Dakota
State Statutes enable communities to adopt plans, zoning,
and subdivision ordinances to promote the “health, safety, or general welfare of the
community.” This link between planning and ordinances is completed in a reasonable, legally
defensible way, and ordinances, regulations, and zoning decisions should be consistent with
the comprehensive plan.

 Guidance for Decision-Makers. Yankton 2045 will serve as a guide for City staff, City
Commissioners, and other boards and commissions as they make investment and land use
decisions.

In addition to completing the update to the comprehensive plan, City staff and the City Commissioners 
joined together to update the strategic plan.  The strategic plan provides an ongoing prioritization of 
projects and the allocation of resources to move the community’s agenda forward.  The latest version 
of the plan can be found on the City’s website.
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2025 ACCOMPLISHMENTS 

As the 2026 budget is proposed, it is appropriate to review and celebrate recent accomplishments. While 
the listed items are only a sample of operational improvements and capital improvements being 
completed, they do represent a concerted effort across departments for the betterment of Yankton.

PROPOSED 2026 BUDGET AT A GLANCE 

Major highlights, conditions, and expectations of the proposed 2026 budget include the following: 

 This budget is based on estimated service levels needed to accomplish the goals outlined in the
budget for each department.

 The General Fund budget is developed with a budget to zero philosophy.  Therefore, there is
no dedicated reserve amount identified for an end of the year amount.  While this budget
method is a politically acceptable approach that establishes a resource base in accordance
with current needs, it does, however, place an increased emphasis on budget certainty and
rigid budget implementation and monitoring. Any change in economic conditions requires an
immediate reaction with management response.

 Sales tax revenue, a significant revenue source in the General Fund, is estimated at a -1%
increase in 2025 and +1% increase in 2026. Monitoring sales tax growth is a vital component
of the budget implementation activities for the City of Yankton.  At the time of this budget
address, inflation continues, and it is unlikely if sales tax will catch up to the rate of inflation
(June 2025 @ 2.7%).   Sales tax will have to be monitored even more closely than in the past
and may result in us making changes to our sales tax estimates before the end of the year.

The City is highly dependent upon sales tax as a revenue source and must be cognizant of
that aspect of local government operations.  This emphasis is seen in other budget areas such
as economic development expenditures and quality of life activities.  The need to continue
to enhance the desirability of Yankton will ensure sustainability in the future. Balancing the
aspects of the activities of local government needs to be done with the understanding that we
are reliant on sales tax and should keep that in mind as we establish the budget document for the 
upcoming year.

 Property tax revenue, the other significant source of revenue in the General Fund, is
projected to remain on its previous trend of slight increases that are dictated by the State
mandated formula.  As the Commission is aware, property taxes were frozen by the State
legislature at a time when Yankton had a low property tax levy.  This freeze will continue to be
a challenge for the City into the future as it is forced to examine and prioritize services that impact
the community and its ability to continue to improve the quality of life for its residents.

 Work continues on the Wastewater Plant improvements. In 2026, we plan to continue
construction.   The project will require careful sequencing to complete over the next three years.

 3% rate increases associated with capital improvements and operations are recommended in
Water, Wastewater and Solid Waste Collection.  A surcharge increase for wastewater has been
enacted for the next year to fund the rehabilitation of the plant.
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 Joint Powers will be evaluating the tipping fee rate structure and plans to implement an
increase.  In addition, we are closely monitoring Millennium Recycling’s fees.  Both rates may
trigger a need to re-evaluate the solid waste collection fees.

 Capital needs at the Yankton transfer station will require a capital transfer from Joint Powers
to Yankton.  In addition, we plan to seek a solid waste management program grant or loan to
help fund proposed improvements at the transfer station.

 We will continue to put the finishing touches on Westside Park court conversions for pickleball.

 The Huether Family Aquatics Center is in its fifth season of operation.  The facility continues to
be a popular and attractive amenity in our community.   Attracting and keeping qualified staff
at the facility continues to be a challenge.

 Outside agencies supported by the General Fund and BBB are proposed.  Additional funds
have been proposed for the Nation’s 250th anniversary in 2026.

 Various construction projects are recommended in the 2026 proposed budget.  The
recommendation is to fulfill current obligations, maintain levels of new construction related to
infrastructure needs, and continue to improve the facilities available to the public.  These
projects include numerous street projects listed in the Capital Improvement Plan (CIP) funded
with the second penny sales tax and continued investment.  While the City of Yankton is
facing long-term revenue concerns, the continued establishment and funding of the CIP is a
vital component to the budget process and produces results that benefit the community now
and into the future. Major construction projects forecasted in the 2026 budget include:

o Pedestrian Bridge Replacement East of Walnut Street

o Watermain Replacements

o 30th Street, West City Limits Road to Adkins

o Cedar Street, 20th Street to 21st Street

o 3rd Street, Mulberry Street to Picotte Street

o 10th Street, Maple Street to Locust Street

o Kellen Gross Drive, 21st Street to 23rd Street

o Adkins Drive, Mulligan Street to HWY 50

o Reconstruction of the General Aviation Terminal Apron

 Various equipment purchases are also being proposed in this year’s budget.  Equipment
purchases are recommended to increase efficiency and service levels by replacing aging
equipment and upgrading technology used by the various departments. Whenever possible,
equipment such as vehicles and computers are passed down through departments multiple
times before they are considered surplus and taken out of the City’s fleet.  In 2026, significant
purchases include:

o Lowboy Trailer

o Replace Sander
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o Motor Grader Replacement

o Dump Trucks

o Playground Equipment

o Squad Car Replacement

o New Compactor Truck

 We are partners with Yankton School District in maintaining the Summit Activities Center.  In
2026 examples of projects, we will assist with include:

o Phased, Multi-Year Heat Pump Replacements

o Fitness Equipment Replacement

 We continue our lease contract with GreatLIFE Golf and Fitness for Fox Run Golf Course. The
agreement has been a great partnership for both entities. In 2026, capital budgeted items
include:

o Rough Mowers

 Retaining our human capital is vital to our organization’s success.  Beyond salary and benefits,
part of our strategy is to create environments and a culture that reflects the quality and
dedication of our people.  In 2026 part of this strategy includes:

o Remodel portion of City Hall

 Targeted investments in technology and equipment.  Working to find cost-effective options to
improve efficiency, productivity, enhance security and provide better compatibility and
integration.

 Website redesign / refresh
 Investigate uses and integration of AI technology.
 Replacement of our 40-year-old AS400 based accounting system.  The new

system will be cloud based and provide more vertical integration and
interoperability.

 House Bill 1130 changed the date for municipal elections to either the first Tuesday after the
first Monday in June or the first Tuesday after the first Monday in November.  While not yet
decided on the local level, this may have an impact on the cost of holding the election.

 The City continues to experience supply chain issues.  Shortages are most significantly
realized on larger equipment purchases.  Equipment is either not readily available, has a long
lead time or pricing has increased substantially.  Factors like geopolitical instability, labor
shortages, increased demand, or extended lead times are all contributing to higher overall
costs.  While most of the supply chain issues are outside of the City’s control, we continue to
investigate ways to diversify sourcing options and optimize the timing of larger acquisitions
and construction projects.

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GENERAL FUND REVENUE 

SALES AND USE TAX 

Sales and use tax are projected to grow 1% in 2026. The General Fund is projected to receive just 
over $7,527,000 from sales and use tax. 

PROPERTY TAX 

Property tax revenues are projected to remain constant in terms of growth.  The increase is based 
on actual inflation (2.9% or up to 3%) plus the growth increase (.8%), as defined in state formulas 
(CPI:3% + growth).  As such, the General Fund is projected to receive just over $3,485,000 in property 
taxes. 

UTILITY FUND REVENUES AND BALANCES 

WATER FUND 

Water fund revenue is projected at $4,816,440 in metered sales and $2,655,634 in surcharge 
revenue.  Water revenue is projected to be down for 2025 from a 2025 budget estimate of $5,046,232 
to $4,722,000. We are proposing a 3% rate increase in the use charge for water.  Fund balances and 
current rate structures are projected to be sufficient to cover our existing debt.

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WASTEWATER FUND 

Wastewater fund revenues are projected at $3,401,620 and surcharge revenues of $2,509,620. 
Sewer user fee revenue for 2025 is projected to be down from the budgeted $3,719,645 to 
$3,334,922.  2026’s projections are based on the new lower estimated revenue. 

The chart below indicates a 3% rate increase and includes a surcharge increase of $6.31. This 
$6.31 will be added to the base for all users each year through 2026. In addition, future rates are 
expected to be adjusted upon a long-term solution for our Wastewater Plant and treatment system.

SOLID WASTE FUND 

Solid Waste revenue is projected at $1,576,568.  We are suggesting a 3% increase in solid waste 
rates this year.  The projected revenue and fund balance will cover current operating expenses and 
projected increases in operating expenses.  Rates may additionally be impacted by Joint Powers or 
Millenium Recycling price increases.

Expenditures in the General Fund are $20,835,245. This amount is down from the total expenditures 
adopted in the 2025 budget ($21,419,652). Of this, $4,941,174 is transfers to other funds. Under the 
budgeting to zero approach, unused revenues from the previous year are added to the available 
funds for the next year.

Water fund operating expenditures are recommended at 
$6,058,888.  Expenditures listed in the Capital Improvement 
Plan are recommended at $1,692,872.

$3,663,978.  Capital expenditures in the wastewater fund for 
2026 are recommended at $4,561,057.

Solid Waste operating expenditures are recommended at 
$1,758,326 and capital expenditures of $50,372. 
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PERSONNEL COMPENSATION AND BENEFITS PROPOSALS 

The proposed 2026 budget includes provisions for a 1.236% base adjustment to provide the funding 
to continue the annual step increase for eligible employees, a practice that has been in place for the 
past decade. 

At the time this budget is presented, management is currently negotiating wages for the employees 
represented by the Fraternal Order of Police (FOP) and the American Federation of State, County & 
Municipal Employees (AFSCME).  Adjustments and creative retention strategies will likely be 
implemented for some part-time and seasonal employees.  Like many employers, we are facing 
challenges in recruiting and retaining staff.    

Human Resources efforts will continue to place more of an emphasis on employee recruitment and 
employee engagement.  Expediting the hiring process, employee growth and development, and 
retention strategies are being developed to invest further in our human capital.   

An increase of 10% has been budgeted for employee health insurance. Avera Health Plans, our 
current provider, has indicated that our claims for 2025 were acceptable and that an increase to our 
premiums in 2026 should be manageable.   While we do not expect an outside carrier to have a better 
rate, the Health Insurance Committee has requested rate quotes on the open market from other 
providers.   

In addition to open market quotes, the Health Insurance Committee is examining a captive plan 
structure.  A captive plan is a self-funded insurance arrangement between employers to pool 
resources to create a self-insurance fund.  No recommendation has been reached at this time. 

CONCLUSION 

The proposed 2026 budget for the City of Yankton is the result of thoughtful collaboration and detailed 
planning, considering the evolving economic landscape and the needs of the community.  Despite 
the many challenges of the past year, including the closure of a long-standing business and 
fluctuations in sales tax revenue, this budget reflects our commitment to continuing growth, fostering 
a high-quality life, and addressing the essential needs of our citizens. 

With a focus on long-term planning, community well-being, and strategic investments in 
infrastructure, public safety and essential services, this budget will help guide the City of Yankton 
toward a prosperous and sustainable future.  We have taken a prudent approach in managing 
resources, ensuring that we continue to offer high-quality services, maintain fiscal responsibility and 
adapt to challenges. 

Our ability to be successful will depend not only on our financial resilience but also on the 
collaborative spirit that has always defined Yankton.  As we look ahead, I am confident in the ability 
of the community, City staff and commission to work together to provide exemplary experiences, 
services and spaces, that create opportunities for everyone to learn, engage and thrive! 

I would like to thank the City Commission for your guidance and for  providing input and direction 
throughout this budget process.   I would like to acknowledge the efforts of the whole Management 
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Amy M Leon 

Team.  Each Department Head has made concessions in this year’s budget to help meet the goals 
of the City as a whole.  I would like to especially thank Duane Johnson and Lisa Yardley who have 
worked tirelessly to assist in preparing this budget for Commission review. This document is truly a 
team effort and they have been vital in developing this proposal.  I would also like to thank the City 
staff as a whole as they continue to perform their work and live our mission with pride and excellence.

The plan additionally has a positive economic impact on the local 
economy.  The City Commission has recognized the importance of this planning process and annually engages in 
the preparation, review and adoption of the Capital Improvement Plan.  Public meetings are held annually to 
review the five-year plan. 
 
The five-year CIP is revised annually to include new projects, reflect changes in priorities and to extend the plan an 
additional year.  The first year of the plan is the current year and is adjusted throughout the year as needs dictate or 
when changes are made to existing approved projects.
